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or serpentinite, which have a relatively high iron content, but, in special instances, they may be due, or
partly due, to concentrations of magnetic minerals. In many instances, particular anomalies cannot
be interpreted without further geological information.
By means of the magnetic relief, rock bodies or structural features, such as faults or folds, may
be traced into, or across, areas of few or no outcrops.
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
