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This open file presents pebble-count data from till samples collected between 1992 and 1997 as part of the Slave NATMAP Project. The area of till sampling lies within the Canadian Shield, in the Slave and Bear Structural Provinces. One hundred pebbles 1-3 cm in diameter were collected from pits dug into till at each site listed in the files. Lithic classifications were made on the basis of field observations of bedrock in the area, and existing bedrock maps. Lithic types were then grouped into broad categories to make them consistent from one map sheet to another. References to bedrock and surficial geology maps are included on each data file.

The pebble count data have been used to assess the direction and distance of glacial transport of materials from source outcrops. In addition to the data reported here, the till samples were also analysed for major and trace element geochemistry, and for kimberlite indicator minerals. Results of these studies have been released previously as separate open file reports.
