GROUNDWATER RESOURCES NEAR VANDERHOOF, BRITISH COLUMBIA

This database is a compilation of data collected from the British Columbia Ministry of

Environment, Lands and Parks (2000) and Mayberry (2000).  The data was used to interpret potential groundwater resources in the Vanderhoof area of central British Columbia.  The result of the study was a Current Research article entitled, 'Groundwater Resources near Vanderhoof, British Columbia',

published in the Geological Survey of Canada's Current Research 2000-E volume. 

Explanation of Table

The table contains all the data used in the Vanderhoof groundwater study and the columns of

data are explained as follows:

WELL_NO   

Well numbers applied in this study only

UTM_EASTING

Location coordinates.  Zone 10, NAD 27.

UTM_ NORTHING

Location coordinates.  Zone 10, NAD 27.

DEPTH_M

Depth of well in metres.

STATLEV_M

Depth to water in metres.   

BEDRKDP_M

Depth to bedrock from the surface, in metres.     

DIAM_CM

Diameter of the well in centimetres.

YIELD_L/S

Well yield in litres per second (L/s) .  Values of zero do not necessarily represent a yield of 0L/s; data

may be unavailable.

ARTESIAN

Whether or not the well is artesian.  A 'y' indicates "yes", and '-' indicates "no".

NTS_MAPSHEET

Identifies in what NTS mapsheet the well is located.

ELEV_M

Surface elevation at well location in metres above sea level.

FDEPTH_M 

Elevation in metres above sea level of the top of the lithology listed in the LITHOLOGY

column.  Equal FDEPTHs and TDEPTHs represent drilling to the surface of the lithology corresponding to that depth.

TDEPTH_M

Elevation in metres above sea level of the bottom of the lithology in the LITHOLOGY column.

LITHOLOGY

Describes the lithology as recorded in the British Columbia Ministry of Environment, Lands and

Parks' water well records.

INTD_LITHO

The lithology as interpreted and applied in this study.  This was done by interpreting the description in the LITHOLOGY field, then checked against stratigraphic correlations.  Wells that read 'NO DATA' in the LITHOLOGY field are solely interpreted from correlations.

Fields of any column that read 'unk' are unknown due to a lack of data.
