clearance of60 m.

The aesromagnetic data were recorded at a 0.1 second sample rate using a 0.001 nT sensitivity split-
beam cesium vapour magnetometer suspended 23 m below the helicopter. The control line and
traverse line magnetic data were corrected for variations in the magnetic field using the magnetic ground
station data. After editing the survey data, the intersections of traverse and control lines were
established and the differences in the magnetic values were computer analyzed to obtain the levelling
network. The levelled total field values were interpolated to a 50 m square grid. The International
Geomagnetic Reference Field for 1999.54 at an altitude of 350 m was removed from the data for this
presentation.
