Notes on the compilation of Significant unconformity-associated uranium deposits of the Athabasca Basin, Saskatchewan and Alberta, and selected related deposits of Canada and the world
Compilation of the characteristics of major uranium deposits associated with the Athabasca Basin began in winter, 2004 by Sunil S. Gandhi for the EXTECH IV project.  The database was initiated with the locations, names and commodities for the most prominent Athabasca deposits, which were obtained from the 2001 edition of the Saskatchewan Mineral Deposit Inventory (Bennett, 2007). After several hiatuses between 2004 and 2005, it was continued late in 2006 as part of a Canadian Uranium Resources Project, Secure Energy Supply Program.    Interfaces developed as part of the GlobalDBSystem by Robert Laramée, Geological Survey of Canada, were used to compile the data into an MS-Access™ database modeled after the World Minerals Geoscience Project database schema, and are also used to extract the full database or subsets of the deposit data as web (HTML) pages or spreadsheets for end-users.   The u_athabasca folder on this CD-ROM which contains a table of contents that can be opened with common Web browsers, embedded with hotlinks to local web pages for individual deposits.   
These data will be included in a Canada-wide Uranium Deposit database which will be periodically updated on the web over the next three years.  The public can access this database by following links from: http://gdr.nrcan.gc.ca/minres/data_e.php or http://gdr.nrcan.gc.ca/minres/data_f.php .  Two forms of access are provided.   Browser based web map server access is provided for Internet connected computers running most common operating systems.   Because this form of access requires merely a web browser on the clients side, there will be limits in the amount of client querying and manipulation during a single session.  A more robust form of access can be obtained by downloading and unzipping a Query Client application from the web site onto a local computer.  This application connects directly to the Geological Survey of Canada mineral deposit database server, and comes with a MS-Powerpoint™ tutorial.
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
