INTRODUCTORY NOTES ON ROCK
AND MINERAL COLLECTING

The Geological Survey of Canada receives
many enquiries for information on collecting,
particularly for information of an introductory
nature such as the equipment required, the
locations of rock and mineral occurrences,
source materials, etc. In response to these
enquiries, and to assist those interested in
getting started in the hobby of rock and
mineral collecting, the Survey has prepared
the following introductory notes and appen-
dices.

Becoming Acquainted with Minerals

Courses on prospecting, elementary minera-
logy, general geology, etc. are offered in
various centres by provincial government
agencies, by universities and other interested
groups. For additional reading, the amateur
mineralogists or novices may choose from
a number of books written specially for them.
A partial list of such publications forms Ap-
pendix A. A necessary supplement to rea-
ding is the practical knowledge gained by
handling actual specimens and by studying
rocks and minerals in their natural surroun-
dings, in mines, quarries and outcrops.

Because many collectors enjoy the asso-
ciation of others having similar interests, they
form organized groups or clubs to study and
to collect rocks and minerals. One advantage
of joining such a group is that it usually has
a field leader who is acquainted with local

La Commission géologique du Canada re-
coit de nombreuses demandes de renseigne-
ments de nature élémentaire sur le matériel
nécessaire, les endroits ot 'on peut trouver
des venues de minéraux et de roches, la
documentation pertinente, etc. Afin de don-
ner suite & ces demandes et d’aider les per-
sonnes qui sont intéressées a se constituer
une collection de minéraux et de roches,
nous avons rassemblé les présentes notes
d’introduction et appendices.

Se familiariser avec les minéraux

Des cours sur la prospection, la minéralogie
élémentaire, la géologie générale, etc. sont
offerts dans divers centres par les organismes
des gouvernements provinciaux, par les uni-
versités et les autres groupes qui oeuvrent
dans ce domaine.

S'il désire faire des lectures supplémen-
taires, le minéralogiste amateur peut choisir
parmi un certain nombre d’ouvrages écrits
spécialement pour lui. Une liste partielle de
ces publications constitue I'appendice A. La
connaissance pratique que l'on acquiert par
la manipulation de spécimens réels et I'étude
des roches et des minéraux dans leur milieu
naturel, les mines, les carriéres et les affleure-
ments, est un complément indispensable &
la lecture.

Comme bon nombre de collectionneurs
aiment la compagnie de ceux qui partagent

Where to Look

Quarries, mine workings (pits, trenches, etc.)
and mine dumps are usually good places
to search for minerals, also road and railway
cuts; rock exposures along cliffs and along
the shores of sea, lakes and streams; lands-
lide areas in the mountains; and beaches
and stream beds. Shafts and tunnels in old
abandoned mines are often unsafe and
should only be visited with extreme caution.

Permission should be sought before ente-
ring a mine, quarry or other private pro-
perty; in active mining areas arrangements
for the visit should be made with the opera-
tors well in advance.

Tools and General Equipment

Outdoor clothing that is worn for hiking and
hunting is suitable for mineral excursions.
Shoes or boots should be of a type to furnish
a good secure grip on rocks, and should
be sufficiently comfortable for long hikes.
You may require heavier clothing or an extra
sweater when visiting some mines where the
temperature remains fairly low even on a
warm day.

Ou chercher

Les carriéres, les chantiers d’exploitation mi-
niere (puits et fosses) et les terrils de mines
sont en général de bons terrains de prospec-
tion; il en est ainsi des déblais de routes et
des voies ferrées, des affleurement rocheux
le long des falaises et au bord de la mer,
des lacs et des riviéres, des zones d’éboule-
ment dans les montagnes, des plages et des
lits de cours d’eau. Les puits et les galeries
des mines abandonnées sont dangereux et
on ne doit s'y aventurer qu’avec une ex-
treme prudence.

Il faut demander la permission du pro-
priétaire avant de pénétrer dans une mine,
une carriére ou toute autre propriété privée;
dans les zones miniéres encore actives, il est
nécessaire, au préalable, de faire les arrange-
ments qui s'imposent avec les exploitants.

Outils et matériel général

Pour entreprendre des excursions minéralo-
giques, il est & conseiller de porter des véte-
ments de plein air, comme les vétements
de chasse ou de randonnée. Les souliers et
les bottes doivent étre tels qu'ils assurent
une bonne prise sur la roche et devraient
étre suffisament confortables pour de
longues randonnées. Vous pourrez avoir be-
soin de vétements plus épais ou d’un autre
chandail quand vous visiterez certaines mines



Safety goggles should be worn when
chipping rock or trimming specimens. Insect
repellent is essential when collecting in some
areas, particularly in the spring and early
summer.

The essential tool for removing specimens
is the geological hammer. A chisel-edged
hammer is useful for trimming and shaping
specimens; the pointed pick type is useful
for prying loose rock and for removing moss
and overburden, though for this purpose
some may prefer a prospector’s grub-hoe
or a shovel. A two-pound hammer is suitable
for most purposes. Where delicate crystals
are to be preserved in a specimen, fewer
blows with a heavier hammer and a chisel
may lessen the possibility of shattering. A
rock chisel is necessary for separating speci-
mens from larger rock masses. To pry apart
large slabs of rock, a wrecking bar should
be used. Other equipment might include a
gold-pan, an ultraviolet lamp and a Geiger
counter.

Most collectors bring a few aids to assist
in identification of minerals in the field. The
most important are a small hand lens with
magnification of about 10X and some means
for testing for hardness, such as a pocket
knife. Other items which are often useful are
a magnet, a streak plate, and a vial contai-
ning dilute hydrochloric acid. If you wish to
make a record of the occurrence, include a
notebook and pencil, and a camera.

Un insecticide est essentiel lorsque vous
cherchez des roches et des minéraux dans
certaines régions, particulierement au prin-
temps et au début de I'été.

Le marteau de géologie est un outil indis-
pensable pour extraire les spécimens du roc.
Une laje est utile pour dégrossir et tailler les
spécimens; le marteau a pointe sert a déta-
cher la roche meuble et 3 enlever la mousse
et le mort-terrain, bien que, pour ce travail,
certains préférent employer une pelle ou une
houe de prospecteur. Un simple marteau
de deux livres peut aussi servir comme outil
a usages multiples. Quand on veut préserver
des cristaux délicats dans un spécimen, on
peut diminuer les risques de bris en em-
ployant un marteau plus lourd et un burin,
et en ne donnant que quelques coups. Un
ciseau a roche est nécessaire pour séparer
les spécimens de grosses masses de roches.
S’il veut détacher des grosses tranches de
roches, le prospecteur devra se servir d’'une
barre & pince. On peut encore ajouter a cet
équipement une batée, une lampe a rayons
ultraviolets et un compteur Geiger.

La plupart des collectionneurs apportent
quelques outils qui les aident a identifier les
minéraux sur le terrain. Les plus importants
sont une petite lentille grossissant environ
dix fois et un instrument pour éprouver la
dureté, comme un couteau de poche. Parmi
les autres articles qui sont utiles, on compte
un aimant, une plaque de porcelaine et une
fiole contenant de l'acide chlorhydrique di-
lué. Si vous désirez constituer un dossier
d’observations, ajoutez-y un cahier de notes,
un crayon et un appareil photographique.



Care of Specimens

Trim your specimens to a reasonable size
as you collect them, wrap them individually
in newspaper or tissue and take them home
in sample bags. Careful packing will prevent
disappointments; take special care with crys-
tals, as they are so easily ruined in transit.
It is a good idea to put field labels giving
locality information with each collection as
it is wrapped. Details are easily forgotten
on a busy collecing trip. Wash the specimens
with detergent and water when you get
home; do not use stiff brushes on soft mine-
rals. A few minerals dissolve in water and
should be washed with alcohol. Label the
specimens before final storage; if you use
open cardboard trays, labels can go with the
specimens. Some collectors paint a small
area of white enamel on the specimen and
write an index number on it with black ink.
This number can be recorded in a book or
card file with the name, locality and any
other information you may wish to keep.
As your collection grows you may want to
arrange it in a systematic manner. Many
collections are organized according to Dana’s
system of mineralogy (see Appendix A).
Simpler arrangements could be made based
on locality, crystal structure or any other
method you might care to devise.

Soin des échantillons

Réduisez vos spécimens 3 des dimensions
raisonnables au fur et 3 mesure que vous
les recueillez; enveloppez-les 3 la maison
dans des sacs d’échantillonnage. Un empa-
quetage fait avec soin vous évitera des dé-
sappointements; prenez un soin particulier
de vos cristaux, parce qu'ils sont facilement
détruits au cours du transport. Il est bon
d’apposer, sur chaque spécimen ainsi em-
ballé, une étiquette indiquant le lieu ot il a
été recueilli. On oublie facilement les détails
au cours d’une randonnée oii l'on est trés
occupé. Lavez les échantillons avec de I'eau
additionnée de détergent quand vous arrivez
a la maison; n’employez jamais une brosse
a poils durs sur des minéraux tendres. Cer-
tains minéraux se dissolvent dans l'eau et
devraient étre lavés a Palcool. Etiquettez les
spécimens avant de les ranger définitive-
ment; ceux que vous placez dans des boites
en carton sans couvercle porteront chacun
une étiquette.

Certains collectionneurs apposent un peu
d’émail blanc sur une petite surface des
échantillons et y inscrivent un numéro d’in-
dex & I'encre noire. Ce numéro peut étre
relevé dans un livre ou sur une fiche avec
le nom, le lieu et tout autre renseignement
que 'on désire conserver.

Au fur et & mesure que votre collection
prend de l'importance, vous désirez peut-
étre la disposer d’une maniére systématique.
Beaucoup de collections sont organisées sui-
vant le systtme de minéralogie de Dana
(voir appendice A). Vous pouvez aussi clas-
ser vos échantillons selon la localité ou la
structure des cristaux; certains préférent éta-
blir leur propre méthode.



Collecting in Canada

There are few restrictions on rock and mine-
ral collecting by Canadians or visitors in Ca-
nada. The rights of mine and property ow-
ners should be observed at all times. There
are regulations concerning the removal of
natural history specimens from the National
Parks. For further information, write to the
Superintendent of the park concerned or to
the Director, National Parks Directorate, En-
vironment Canada, Ottawa, Ontario K1A
OH3.

Note on Canadian Gems

Although this country has not been regarded
as a source of gem minerals, it has produced
popular ornamental stones of which perhaps
the best known are labradorite from Labra-
dor and sodalite from Ontario. Other mine-
rals in this category are: jade (nephrite} and
rhodonite from British Columbia; ammolite
from Alberta; hessonite garnet from Quebec;
peristerite and amazonite from Ontario and
Quebec; perthite, amethyst and rose quartz
from Ontario; and agate, chalcedony and
jasper from various localities in British Co-
lumbia, Manitoba, Ontario and Nova Scotia.
These minerals provide much of the material
for amateur gem-cutters today. Exploitation
of Canada’s mineral resources for ornamen-
tal purposes is largely in the hands of the
amateur collector and gem-cutter.

L’activité du collectionneur au Canada

Les Canadiens ou les étrangers en visite au
Canada qui collectionnent les roches et les
minéraux doivent bien siir accepter certaines
restrictions. Les droits des propriétaires de
mines et de propriétés privées devraient étre
respectés en tout temps. Il existe des régle-
ments concernant I'enlévement des spéci-
mens d’histoire naturelle des parcs natio-
naux. Pour plus de renseignements, il suffit
d’écrire au surintendant du parc concerné
ou au directeur du Service Canadien des
Parcs, Environnement Canada, Ottawa (On-
tario) K1A OH3.

Un mot sur les gemmes du Canada

Bien que notre pays n’ait pas été considéré
comme étant une source de pierres gemmes,
il a fourni des pierres ornementales popu-
laires, dont les mieux connues sont la labra-
dorite du Labrador et la sodalite de I'Ontario.
On retrouve également dans cette catégorie
de minéraux le jade (néphrite) et la rhodo-
nite de la Colombie-Britannique, 'ammolite
de I'Alberta, 'hessonite du Québec, la péris-
térite et 'amazonite de I'Ontario et du Qué-
bec, la perthite, 'améthyste et le quartz rose
de I'Ontario et I'agate, la calcédoine et le
jaspe qui proviennent de diverses localités
de la Colombie-Britannique, du Manitoba,
de I'Ontario et de la Nouvelle-Ecosse. Ces
minéraux fournissent le matériel dont a be-
soin le tailleur amateur de pierres précieuses.
L’exploitation des ressources minérales du
Canada dans des buts ornementaux est dans
une large mesure entre les mains de 'ama-
teur qui collectionne et taille les pierres pré-
cieuses.
