This map depicts the extent of exploration that took place in Canada during the
second half of the seventeenth century and the first half of the eighteenth century. The
selection of explorers was based on the availability of written and cartographic records.
Only those routes which revealed new geographic information are shown.
Exploration during the first half of the seventeenth century came to an abrupt halt during
the Iroquois wars (1646-1653). The French-native fur trade was di , the Jesuit
in the interior were abandoned, and the native groups of the Great Lakes
were either destroyed, dispersed or absorbed by the victorious Iroquois.
Between 1654 and 1658 a peace with the western Iroquois permitted French
to re-enter the lakes and al. For the remainder of the c
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search for a northwest passage. To the south, military expeditions explored and
mapped the Ohio River, while on the Pacific coast, the first Russian probes reached the
Aleutian Islands and the Alaskan mainland.

The geographical names used on this map respect forms in common use circa 1740. Many variants
in toponymic form are commaon in the sources available.
