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At the beginning of the project field work, a Orientation/Safety Meeting has been held in the McAurthur River mine administration office on the 15th of July, 2002 between 8:00 AM and 12:00 PM to ensure the personnel employed during the survey are aware of Cameco and Geosystem’s safety policy and possible sources of danger.  During the Safety Meeting the following items have been discussed:

Safety meeting items:

1. Mine site orientation

2. Risk of exposure to radioactive materials

3. Safety rules on driving and about vehicles

4. Safety rules during work and rule of personal conduct


5.
Where to go and who to call in case of emergency

Main hazards have been identified as, but not limited to,

1. Transportation hazards

2. Heat exhaustion / stroke

3. Moving within rough topographic conditions

4. Bears and wolves etc.

Safety:

1. Safety Policy

The Safety Program and Risk Minimization manual has been shown to the employees. The Emergency Procedure and telephone list has been given to all personnel present.

Everyone has been told to ensure a topographic map, a fully charged GPS, and a fully charged communication device (radio / telephone) are in each car.

All the crew chiefs (operators) have been told to train their helpers in the use of the GPS, the phone and the maps. In case of emergency, the name of the injured person, the location (GPS grid coordinates (NAD27)), and the severity of the situation should be relayed during the initial communication with the party chief.

2. Vehicles

Operators are responsible for the daily check on their vehicle including:

2. Safety belts

2. Fire extinguishers

2. First aid kit

2. Lights

2. Brakes

2. Tires

2. Engine status:  Engine oil, cooling system water,  and sufficient fuel.

Only authorized personnel can travel in Geosystem vehicles, and helpers shall not drive, except in case of emergency.

Driving rules:

2. Respect laws and speed limits

2. Always use safety belts

2. Park safely, using emergency bake and low gear, always put car into a safe, horizontal position as much as possible.

2. Load the vehicle in the safest way. Sharp and heavy items should stay at the bottom.

2. Watch for loose road conditions and do not take any chances.

3. Personal protective equipment

Geosystem has provided the necessary personal protective gear. This equipment should be used in case of risk of personal injury during the field work.

4. Field work safety rules 

Operators are responsible for their helpers activity. Helpers should not act on individual initiative.

Digging tools must be in good conditions and used in a safe manner.

Batteries are to be handled in a safe way, respecting their weight and acidic contents. Broken or cracked batteries are not to be used.

5. Fire and case of accident

It has been verified that field base and all the vehicles are equipped with the appropriate fire extinguisher.



- if smoking, make sure cigarette is extinguished. Do not litter.

In case of accident:

5. Make sure at first that human life is in no danger. 

5. Do not risk their life, in attempt to rescue equipment or vehicle.

5. The basic rules in case vehicle fire and the safe use of fire extinguisher.

5. In case of accident to avoid panic, act calmly, call the necessary help first, identifying themselves, describing clearly the situation and get confirmation on their calls. 

Hazards:

1. Transportation hazards

Driving is the greatest hazard. 

5. Avoid driving after dark.

5. Watch for people and animals on the road.

5. Buses use the roads also. Stay on your side and be extremely cautious on corners.

5. Loose and variable conditions will exist. On unknown roads be more cautious. Look for deep washout areas.

5. Do not carry passengers in the bed of the truck.

2. Heat Exhaustion

Temperatures are high. 

5. Drink plenty of water and screen yourself from the sun. 

5. Use sunscreen and a hat. 

5. If a person looks or feels tired or strange, stop and rest. If heat exhaustion is expected: try to cool the person down by wetting them and moving into the shade. Return to base so further action can be taken if necessary.

3. Rough Conditions

5. Use care when walking. 

5. Watch for uneven and loose ground. 

5. Take your time.

4. Bears and Wolves.

Bears and wolves are present. 

5. Most likely near sources of food (dump region).

5. If a bear is encountered leave the area slowly making the bear aware of your presence

5. If pursued do not run. If the bear is behaving in a predatory manner defend yourself.
