Note to Processor:

While looking for observer reports for line 11 of the Flin Flon 2D project, from the summer/fall of 2007, I found a problem in the data written out for Line11.  The file range on the file title was 1770-1805 RAW for all 3 components.

I have rewritten the data but ran into a problem.  A file called an XTM, which is the unix time stamp associated with every record was never backed up and no copy could be found.

The data had to be written in ”collected map” which means any stations that were dead, do not appear in this data-there are no gaps for dead stations. 

In order to process correctly, you will have to utilize the missing trace report for line 11.

Sorry for the inconvenience, but this has lead to Kinetex doing a more thorough Data Audit before any data is shipped out for processing; due to the amount of time lost trying to find 2 files that were not backed up.
